IMPORTANT TO NOTE! 

The COVID‐19 situaƟon means the churches are all 
now closed and public celebraƟons of Mass and 
sacraments are all cancelled. This includes all weekday 
and weekend Masses, the Chrism Mass, the 
ceremonies of Holy Week and the Sacred Paschal 
Triduum. 

There will be no Saturday Novena at the Cathedral. 

ReconciliaƟon will not be available in any church. 

The Sacramental Program in the Region will not 
proceed this  year. Enrolments will be deferred unƟl 
2021. 

UnƟl further noƟce, there will be no meeƟngs of 
parish groups in the region. This includes meeƟngs at 
the City Region Catholic Centre at 25 Farquhar Street, 
The JuncƟon. 

There will be no bapƟsms in any church and the 
monthly bapƟsm meeƟng will not be held. 

AƩendance at weddings is limited to the bride and 
groom, the celebrant and two witnesses (five people 
in total). The ‘one person per 4 square metres’ rule 
must be observed. 

AƩendance at funerals is limited to ten mourners and, 
again, the ‘one person per 4 square metres’ rule must 
be observed.

How to Pray the Rosary 
 

We pray the Rosary to remember and reflect on 
principal events in the history of our salvaƟon.  
 

The Joyful Mysteries (Monday and Saturday) – The 
AnnunciaƟon, The VisitaƟon, The NaƟvity, The 
PresentaƟon in the Temple, The Finding in the 
Temple. 
 

The Sorrowful Mysteries (Tuesday and Friday) – The 
Agony in the Garden, The Scourging at the Pillar, The 
Crowning with Thorns, The Carrying of the Cross, The 
Crucifixion. 
 

The Glorious Mysteries (Wednesday and Sunday) – 
The ResurrecƟon, The Ascension, The Coming of the 
Holy Spirit, The AssumpƟon of the Blessed Virgin 
Mary, The CoronaƟon of the Blessed Virgin Mary. 
 

The Luminous Mysteries (Thursday) – The BapƟsm of 
Jesus, The Wedding at Cana, The ProclamaƟon of the 
Kingdom of God and the Call to Conversion, The 
TransfiguraƟon, The InsƟtute of the Eucharist. 
 

The Joyful Mysteries may be said on Sundays during 
Advent and Christmas, while the Sorrowful Mysteries 
may be said on the Sundays of Lent. 

The steps in saying the Rosary: 

1. Make the sign of the Cross and say the Apostles’ 

Creed. 

2. Say the Our Father. 

3. Say three Hail Mary’s for Faith, Hope and Charity. 

4. Say the Glory Be. 

5. Announce the First Mystery and then say the Our 

Father. 

6. Say ten Hail Mary’s while meditaƟng on the 

Mystery. 

7. Say the Glory Be (or the O My Jesus prayer 

requested by Mary at FaƟma). 

8. Announce the next Mystery, then say the Our 

Father. 

(Repeat steps 6 to 8 as you conƟnue through the 

remaining Mysteries.) 

9. Say the Hail Holy Queen. 

10. Say the Final Prayer:  

Let us pray. O God, whose only begoƩen Son, by His 

life, death and resurrecƟon, has purchased for us the 

rewards of eternal life, grant, we beseech Thee, that 

meditaƟng upon these mysteries of the Most Holy 

Rosary of the Blessed Virgin Mary, we may imitate 

what they contain and obtain what they promise, 

through the same Christ Our Lord. Amen. 

11. End by making the sign of the Cross.

I am the  resurrecƟon and the life 
 

The sisters Martha and Mary sent this message to 
Jesus, ‘Lord, the man you love is ill.’ On receiving the 
message, Jesus said, ‘This sickness will end not in 
death but in God’s glory, and through it the Son of 
God will be glorified.’ 
 

Jesus loved Martha and her sister and Lazarus, yet 
when he heard that Lazarus was ill he stayed where 
he was for two more days before saying to the 
disciples, ‘Let us go to Judaea.’ 
 

On arriving, Jesus found that Lazarus had been in the 
tomb for four days already. When Martha heard that 
Jesus had come she went to meet him. Mary 
remained siƫng in the house. Martha said to Jesus, 
‘If you had been here, my brother would not have 
died, but I know that even now, whatever you ask of 
God, he will grant you.’ ‘Your brother’ said Jesus to 
her ‘will rise again.’ Martha said, ‘I know he will rise 
again at the resurrecƟon on the last day.’ Jesus said: 

‘I am the resurrecƟon and the life. 
If anyone believes in me, even though he dies he 

will live, 
and whoever lives and believes in me 
will never die. 
Do you believe this?’ 
 

‘Yes, Lord,’ she said ‘I believe that you are the Christ, 
the Son of God, the one who was to come into this 
world.’ Jesus said in great distress, with a sigh that 
came straight from the heart, ‘Where have you put 
him?’ They said, ‘See how much he loved him!’ But 
there were some who remarked, ‘He opened the 
eyes of the blind man, could he not have prevented 
this man’s death?’ SƟll sighing, Jesus reached the 
tomb: it was a cave with a stone to close the opening. 
Jesus said, ‘Take the stone away.’ Martha said to him, 
‘Lord, by now he will smell; this is the fourth day.’ 

Jesus replied, ‘Have I not told you that if you believe 
you will see the glory of God?’ So they took away the 
stone. Then Jesus liŌed up his eyes and said: 

‘Father, I thank you for hearing my prayer. 
I knew indeed that you always hear me, 
but I speak 
for the sake of all these who stand round me, 
so that they may believe it was you who sent me.’ 
 

When he had said this, he cried in a loud voice, 
‘Lazarus, here! Come out!’ The dead man came out, 
his feet and hands bound with bands of stuff and a 
cloth round his face. Jesus said to them, ‘Unbind him, 
let him go free.’ 
 

Many of the Jews who had come to visit Mary and 
had seen what he did believed in him.
