Prayer Requests 

The Story of the Exaltation of the 
Holy Cross 

Early in the fourth century, Saint Helena, mother of 
the Roman Emperor Constantine, went to Jerusalem 
in search of the holy places of Christ’s life. She razed 
the second-century Temple of Aphrodite, which 
tradition held was built over the Saviour’s tomb, and 
her son built the Basilica of the Holy Sepulcher on 
that spot. During the excavation, workers found three 
crosses. Legend has it that the one on which Jesus 
died was identified when its touch healed a dying 
woman. 

The cross immediately became an object of 
veneration. At a Good Friday celebration in Jerusalem 
toward the end of the fourth century, according to an 
eyewitness, the wood was taken out of its silver 
container and placed on a table together with the 
inscription Pilate ordered placed above Jesus’ head: 
Then “all the people pass through one by one; all of 
them bow down, touching the cross and the 
inscription, first with their foreheads, then with their 
eyes; and, after kissing the cross, they move on.” 

To this day, the Eastern Churches, Catholic and 
Orthodox alike, celebrate the Exaltation of the Holy 
Cross on the September anniversary of the basilica’s 
dedication. The feast entered the Western calendar in 
the seventh century after Emperor Heraclius 
recovered the cross from the Persians, who had 
carried it off in 614, 15 years earlier. According to the 
story, the emperor intended to carry the cross back 
into Jerusalem himself, but was unable to move 
forward until he took off his imperial garb and 
became a barefoot pilgrim.

Memorial of Our Lady of Sorrows  
 
September 15 the Memorial of Our Lady of Sorrows; 
falls on Tuesday this year in the Twenty-Fourth Week 
of Ordinary Time.  
 

The title, Our Lady of Sorrows, given to our Blessed 
Mother focuses on her intense suffering and grief 
during the passion and death of our Lord. 
Traditionally, this suffering was not limited to the 
passion and death event; rather, it comprised the 
seven dolors or seven sorrows of Mary, which were 
foretold by the Priest Simeon. 
 

These seven sorrows of our Blessed Mother included 
the flight of the Holy Family into Egypt; the loss and 
finding of the child Jesus in the Temple; Mary's 
meeting of Jesus on His way to Calvary; Mary's 
standing at the foot of the cross when our Lord was 
crucified; her holding of Jesus when He was taken 
down from the cross; and then our Lord's burial. In all, 
the prophesy of Simeon that a sword would pierce our 
Blessed Mother's heart was fulfilled in these events. 
For this reason, Mary is sometimes depicted with her 
heart exposed and with seven swords piercing it. 
More importantly, each new suffering was received 
with the courage, love, and trust that echoed her fiat, 
let it be done unto me according to Thy word, first 
uttered at the Annunciation. 
 

Focusing on the compassion of our Blessed Mother, 
Pope Saint John Paul II, reminded the faithful, Mary 
Most Holy goes on being the loving consoler of those 
touched by the many physical and moral sorrows 
which afflict and torment humanity. She knows our 
sorrows and our pains, because she too suffered, from 
Bethlehem to Calvary.  
 
Therefore, as we honour our Blessed Mother, our 
Lady of Sorrows, we honour her as the faithful disciple 
and exemplar of faith. Let us pray as we do in the 
opening prayer of the Mass for this feast day: Father, 
as your Son was raised on the cross, His Mother Mary 
stood by Him, sharing His sufferings. May your Church 
be united with Christ in His suffering and death and so 
come to share in His rising to new life. Looking to the 
example of Mary; may we too unite our sufferings to 
our Lord, facing them with courage, love, and trust.

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Perpetual Day of Remembrance 

In 2017, as part of Lina’s Project, Bishop Bill 
established September 15th as a Perpetual Day of 
Remembrance throughout the diocese. Such a day 
holds before us our history of child sexual abuse and 
the reality of its continual unfolding in the lives of 
those directly and indirectly affected.  

It is important for the Church to mark this day with 
prayer, ritual and worship. As a people of faith, 
commissioned by Jesus to live in remembrance of Him, 
we know the importance of remembering. It not only 
functions to ensure that such abuse never happens 
again. More than that, it is penetrated with the light of 
Christ’s Paschal Mystery and so becomes the source of 
our ongoing conversation and hope.  

Our response emerges from our understanding of who 
we are as a Church community. St. Paul articulated it 
this way: when ‘one member suffers in the body of 
Christ which is the Church, all the members suffer with 
that member’ (1 Cor 12:26). Many members of Christ’s 
Body are suffering. They are our brothers and sisters. 
Our place as baptised members of the Body of Christ is 
to stand with them and against all forms of abuse. Our 
responsibility is to pray with and for them, and for the 
change of heart that is necessary to stop abuse of any 
kind.   
We stand together, with survivors, against abuse and 
for the change that will lead to fullness of life.  
Together we hope to Shine the light of Christ: a light 
of solidarity, a light of prayer, a light of commitment to 
change, a light of hope.
