REFLECTION
This weekend Gospel and the First Reading present
moments of decision. The Israelites in the book of
Joshua must choose who to serve, and the disciples in
the Gospel of John must decide whether to follow
Jesus despite his difficult teachings. In both cases, the
choice reflects a deeper commitment to God. Joshua
reminds the people of God's saving acts, and Jesus
offers the words of eternal life, even though, they are
hard to accept. These two readings remind us of our
personal decision to follow God with faith and trust,
even when the path is difficult, or the teachings are
hard to understand. Just as the Israelites renew their
covenant with God in the book of Joshua, Peter and
the other disciples reaffirm their commitment to Jesus
in the Gospel of John, recognising that despite the
challenges, Christ alone offers us life and salvation.
Both readings invite us to reflect on our choices and
commitment to God. They challenge us to reaffirm our
faith. The questions before us today are: What is
challenging your faith? What
choice have you made or what
decision have you taken about this
challenge?

At times the message
and the medium of the message
blur and it’'s not always clear where
one stops and the other begins. For
Christian people the medium - the
person - IS the message (or at least
should be!). We are called to live what
we believe. That can be tough at times,
especially in our modern world, but the
challenge comes from the example
Jesus gave.
