watched people putting money ,
into the treasury. He saw rich

people putting in ‘a great deal’,
probably because such donations were clearly meant
to be noticed.

But, as Jesus tells his disciples, a ‘poor widow’ gave
more. As Pope Francis points out, ‘she does not pray
to make herself seen, she does not show off her faith.’
Trusting God and acting humbly, Jesus notices her.

Yet there is another aspect to this incident, which
plays out against Jesus’ description of ostentatious
scribes as ‘men who swallow the property of widows.’
The contrast between pious scribes and the poor
widow could not be greater.

Jesus is not only praising humility; he is reacting to
injustice. As the Pope points out, Jesus ‘denounces the
exploitation of this woman.’” After depositing those
tiny coins, she ‘must return home without even the
little she had to live on.’

The Pope challenges us to take this Gospel fully to
heart. We are all called to be humble, but also to work
for justice. ‘This is a warning for all time and for
everyone, Church and society,” he says. We must
‘never take advantage of one’s role to crush others,
never make money off the backs of the weakest!” God
will remember every penny ever given, but also those

unjustly taken.
