REFLECTION

Jesus issues a new commandment. If he had left it as
‘love one another’ it would have been intolerably
vague. The word ‘love’ has such a range of meaning in
English that it always needs a context to be
understood.

So Jesus went on: ‘Love one another as | have loved
you.” That’'s more definite. That’s more concrete. ‘...
as | have loved you.” So now there is a measure by
which we can gauge our progress in discipleship.

There are some obvious enough pointers in the gospel
stories. Jesus loved us in a way which invariably led
him to do counter cultural things like sharing meals
with the marginalised and ostracised. We can all ask
how we measure up to his way of living in that and
many other respects. But there is a deeper, more
fundamental, dimension to Our Lord’s love for us.

Divine Love was aware that humankind was in a mess:
a history of disoriented behaviour distorting our
relationships with God and others.

Divine Love could have dealt with this in a myriad of
ways, perhaps by using angelic forces or purely
spiritual Powers.

But instead, in Jesus Christ, Divine Love entered into
the human story and absorbed the suffering
experienced by every human being in death, the
tearing apart of body and soul. He conquered such
wrenching death in the Resurrection and invites all
humanity to share in that victory.

You may think that this extravagant extreme of love is
something no human being could ever measure up to.
So does our Lord present us with a command
impossible to fulfill?

But actually, it happens whenever a mother or father
sits by the bedside of a child suffering the terrible pain
of a chronic illness or traumatic accident and, perhaps,
even facing the prospect of death. Such a parent will
invariably say ‘I would rather suffer and die than see
my child suffer and die.” It is the same with a spouse
seeing their much loved life partner in a similar
situation.

The desire to absorb the suffering of another, quite
freely except for the compulsion of love, shows
humanity at its best. This is the ultimate degree of
com-passion, suffering with another, and is the closest
a human being gets to the deep dimension of the way
in which Our Lord loves the whole of humankind.

But each of us, usually to a lesser degree and in less
fraught circumstances, has the opportunity to share in
the anxieties, the fears, and to absorb, to some
extent, the sufferings of others. Together with
imitating the other patterns of Jesus’ earthly ministry,
we are thus given the possibility of fulfilling the
command: ‘Love one another as | have loved you.’

Love surrounds us all the time. It is impossible
to turn on a radio without hearing “love”
used in one way or another. Love is the most

common theme of songs, poetry, literature
and art. Although we might bemoan the
casual use of ‘love’, the fact remains that we
fill our lives with the sounds and images of
love. It's easier to imagine the all-pervasive
nature of God’s love when we recognise
just how pervasive the commercial and
artistic expressions of love have become. As
Christian people, the challenge that faces us
is to imbue these expressions with a richer,
deeper notion of love.

Everything is new! There is a new law of love, a new
heaven and earth that is established in the church, a
new depth of communion there, and a new glory of
God that shines forth from its members.

The new commandment that Jesus announces is more
than tolerance or mutual respect. It requires self-
sacrificing love. Perhaps the greatest obstacle to this
love is the diversity discussed last Sunday. It is hard
enough to love those who are like us; how can we
possibly love those who are different? And how can
we love those who do not love us? It is no wonder
that the commandment is called new. It calls for
something completely different.

The new commandment is the law of the new heaven
and the new earth that are established in the new
Jerusalem. Standards are entirely different there. The
greater ones serve; the meek possess the earth; happy
are the poor; woe to those who laugh. This is clearly a
city that comes down from heaven, not one made by
human hands. It is a city that embraces all who come
to it. God dwells in the midst of this city, in the heart
of this people. God dwells with them and they dwell
with God.

Through this new love, this new heaven and new
earth, this new depth of communion, the glory of God
is manifested in a new way. The eschatological future
is anticipated in the present. The age of fulfilment has
dawned.
